Phil Dixon had five older sisters at
home in Kansas City where he grew
up, and his older brothers were gone.
Alone in his thoughts and activities, he
became a card collector, and those
cards became his personal friends.

Beatles cards, in the early '60s, were
his first collection. His mistake was
taking them to school. The teacher
took them away from him. But no
teacher can take away a boy's friends.

He went on to Batman cards and to
cards from other TV shows. “The
Chiefs were real big,” he recalls, so he
began on football. Other sports —
baseball, basketball, hockey — fol-
lowed.

His collection grew like somebody
else’s garden. Right up into junior high
and high school and out into the work
world he continued to accumulate
cards: TV cards, show cards, historic-
